3. Remember that all players at the academy are there to learn so your level of
performance has a direct effect on others in the group.

4. Players MUST wear Phoenix Football Academy kit at ALL session. Dress smartly and
appropriately and act responsibly whenever you are representing Phoenix Football
Academy both on and off the playing field.

5. Set a positive example for others and encourage teammates.

6. Always be on time.

7. Always accept the coach and official’s decisions.

8. Do not attempt to mislead anyone by faking an injury.

9. Safeguard the physical fitness of all, avoid violence and unsporting play and help
injured opponents.

10. Control your temper and what you say.
11. Do not use foul and abusive language.
12. Respect your coaches by giving good notice if you are unable to attend a session.

13. Parents are reminded to refrain from coaching and giving directions during sessions.
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
